Conform prevederilor Programului Erasmus+ pentru proiectele de mobilitate din domeniul
universitar, un participant care se incadreaza in categoria “oportunitdti reduse” poate beneficia de o
suma suplimentara de bani, in plus fata de grantul obisnuit de mobilitate. Aceasta suma este fixa, de
250 Euro/luna, si se acorda numai pe baza documentelor doveditoare pentru fiecare caz in parte, fiind

analizate in cadrul Departamentul Erasmus+.

Persoand cu "oportunitati reduse” este cea care se incadreaza intr-una sau mai multe dintre

urméatoarele categorii (NU SE CUMULEAZA CATEGORIILE)

1. student care beneficiaza de o bursa sociald sau care se calificd/intruneste conditiile
pentru a beneficia de o bursa sociald acordata de institutia de nvatamant superior la
care acesta este inmatriculat, conform prevederilor din tara de origine; Documente
doveditoare : adeverinta din care rezulta ca beneficiaza de bursa sociala in cadrul
universitatii sau ca intruneste conditiile pentru a beneficia de o bursa sociala in
cadrul universitatii (poate fi ipotetic o situatie in care studentul sa intruneasca
conditiile dar din lipsa fonduri suficiente sa nu primesca bursa sociala

2. student care este orfan de un parinte sau provine dintr-o familie monoparentala (din
motive de deces, disparitie, incarcerare a celuilalt parinte sau nerecunoastere prin
certificatul de nastere);

Documente doveditoare : inscrisuri prin care sa dovedeasca decesul parintelui -
spre ex.: copie certificat de deces , sau a celorlalte situatii in care provine din
familie monoparentala, de genul incarcerarii parintelui, disparitiei, de la organe

publice ale statului abilitate in respectivul domeniu;

3. student aflat in situatia de a fi prima persoana din familie cu acces la invatamant
universitar, inmatriculata la o institutie de Tnvatamant superior si care urmeaza studii
universitare de licenta;

Documente doveditoare : daca este prima persoana dintr-o familie care urmeaza
studii de licenta , sa faca dovada numarului membrilor familiei si a faptului ca
ceilalti nu au urmat studii de licenta - poate fi facuta si prin declaratie autentica a
ambilor parinti, data in fata unui notar public, prin care sa declare sub sanctiunea
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in fals a faptului ca nu au urmat niciunul studii de licenta si a numarului exact de
membrii al familiei respective;

student cu dizabilitati (in care sunt incluse deficiente fizice, mintale, intelectuale sau
senzoriale) sau probleme de sanatate (in care sunt incluse boli grave, boli cronice sau
orice alta situatie legata de sanatatea fizicd sau mintald care Impiedica participarea
unei persoane la programul Erasmus+);

Documente doveditoare : referitor la studentii cu dizabilitati, sa prezinte de la
organul competent adeverinta/decizia privind incadrarea in gradul de handicap
respectiv, iar referitor la celelelate boli, trebuie sa depuna documentele
doveditoare medicale, de la medici specialisti, pe care le depun si in cazul in care
solicita bursa sociala pe motiv medical;

student a carei familie nu a realizat un venit lunar net mediu per membru de familie
mai mare decét salariul de baza minim net pe economie cu 3 lunithainte de depunerea
documentelor justificative;

Documente doveditoare : documente justificative prin care sa faca dovada venitului
net lunar per membru de familie, care trebuie sa fie mai mica decat salariul de baza
minim net pe economie cu 3 luni inainte de depunerea documentelor (aici pot fi o
multitudine de documente justificative, in functie de veniturile in concret ale
familiei, documentele trebuie sa fie aceleasi cu cele prezentate la obtinerea burselor
sociale);

student cu calitate de unic parinte (din motive de deces, disparitie, incarcerare a
celuilalt parinte sau nerecunoastere prin certificatul de nastere);

Documente doveditoare : dovada/inscris pt a dovedi ca studentul are calitatea de
parinte unic (certificate de deces, adeverinte de disparitie sau de incarcerare a
celuilalt parinte, emise de organe competente ale statului),

student de etnie rom3;

Documente doveditoare : dovada etniei prin document emis de autoritate publica
competenta sau copie Cl daca ii apare inscris in actul de identitate etnia rroma,
student cu statut de refugiat.

Documente doveditoare: document/adeverintd emisa de autoritate publica

competenta a statului.
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Information on the criteria for granting additional amounts "Erasmus + Top-up"

According to the provisions of the Erasmus+ Program, a participant who falls into the "fewer
opportunities" category can benefit from an additional amount of money, in addition to the
mobility grant. This amount is a fix amount, 250 Euro/month, and is granted only on the basis
of supporting documents for each individual case, being analysed within the Erasmus+
Department.

A participant with "fewer opportunities" is one who falls into one or more of the following
categories:

1. astudent who benefits from a social grant or who qualifies/meets the criteria
to benefit of a social scholarship granted by the higher education institution
where they are enrolled in accordance with the provisions and regulations of
the home country
Supporting documents: certificate that the student benefits from a social
scholarship within the university or that the student meets the conditions to
benefit from a social scholarship within the university (it may hypothetically
be a situation in which the student meets the conditions but due to lack of
sufficient funds does not receive the social scholarship)

2. astudent who is an orphan of a parent or comes from a single-parent family

(due to death, disappearance, incarceration of the other parent or non-
recognition by birth certificate);
Supporting documents: documents to prove the death of the parent - for
example: a copy of the death certificate, or of the other situations in which
the student comes from a single-parent family, such as the incarceration of
the parent, disappearance, from public bodies of the state empowered in the
respective field;

3. astudent in the situation of being the first person in the family with access to
university education, enrolled at a higher education institution and pursuing
undergraduate studies
Supporting documents: if the student is the first person in a family to pursue
undergraduate studies, to prove the number of family members and the fact
that the others did not pursue undergraduate studies - it can also be done by
an authentic declaration of both parents, given in front of a public notary, by
which to declare, under penalty of false registration, that they have not
followed any undergraduate studies and the exact number of members of
the respective family;

4. a disabled student (including physical, mental, intellectual or sensory

impairments) or with health problems (including serious illness, chronic illness
or any other situation related to physical or mental health that prevents a
person from participating in the Erasmus+ program)
Supporting documents: regarding students with disabilities, to present from
the competent body the certificate/decision regarding the inclusion in the
respective degree of disability, and regarding the other diseases, they must
submit the medical supporting documents, from specialist doctors, which
they also submit in case applies for the social grant on medical grounds;

5. a student whose family did not achieve an average net monthly income per
family member higher than the minimum net basic salary per economy in the
3 months before the submission of the supporting documents
Supporting documents: supporting documents to prove the net monthly
income per family member, which must be lower than the minimum net
basic salary for the economy 3 months before submitting the documents
(here there can be a multitude of supporting documents, depending on the
income specifically of the family, the documents must be the same as those
presented when obtaining the social scholarship);

6. astudent with single parent status (due to death, disappearance, incarceration
of the other parent or non-recognition by birth certificate);
Supporting documents: proof/document to prove that the student has the
status of a single parent (death certificates, certificates of disappearance or
imprisonment of the other parent, issued by competent state bodies),

7. astudent of Roma ethnicity
Supporting documents: proof of ethnicity through a document issued by a
competent public authority or a copy of the Cl if the Roma ethnicity appears
on the identity document,

8. astudent with refugee status
Supporting documents: document/certificate issued by the competent public
authority of the state.
