TO THE ATTENTION OF ALL AUTHORS
All submitted articles must be written in accordance with the Guidelines for Authors of the journal of Acta Medica Marisiensis, the official publication of the University of Medicine and Pharmacy, Targu Mures (see Annex).

ONLY ARTICLES THAT MEET THE REQUIRMENTS OF GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR ASSESSMENT BY THE SCIENTIFIC EVALUATION COUNCIL.

1. Articles in compliance with the Guidelines for Authors and accepted by the reviewers will be published in extenso in the journal ACTA MEDICA MARISIENSIS of Târgu-Mureş over a period of 1 year, June 2012-  June 2013. 
2. All submitted abstracts will be published in a Volume of Abstracts (supplement of the journal ACTA MEDICA MARISIENSIS).

Articles not edited in compliance with the Guidelines for Authors, but accepted by the reviewers will be published as Abstract in the Conference Volume. 
3. The submitted articles must be accompanied by the written consent of the PhD scientific advisor.
4. Articles that do not comply with the formal requirements will be returned to the authors for correction ONLY ONCE.
Before mailing the article PLEASE CHECK WHETHER IT COMPLIES WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS: 
1. The article should be written in English and reviewed from the linguistic point of view.   
2. Title of article: no abbreviations, no more than 7 authors, authors' names in the following format: name, first name for women, name and initial of first name for men. E.g.: Ionescu Maria, Davidescu Ghe.
3. Authors’ affiliation: the full name of the institution each author belongs to should be mentioned starting with the smallest unit, e.g. Department of Anatomy, University of Medicine and Pharmacy, Targu Mures. Consider carefully the name of the mentioned institutions in English!
4. The article  should be structured as follows: abstract, introduction, material and method, results, discussions, conclusions
5. Abstract: no more than 250 words, followed by 4-5 suggestive key words regarding the theme of the article. The abstract will be structured identically to the structure of the article, but will not contain abbreviations, tables, figures or bibliographical references (introduction, material and method, results, conclusions)
6. Introduction: shortly presents the research premises and the objective of study based on the given bibliographical references.
7. Material and method: this chapter will be presented according to the requirements of Guidelines for Authors of the journal ACTA MEDICA MARISIENSIS. This chapter will not comprise bibliographic citations (except sources used as research or working method).
8. Results: this chapter presents the main characteristics/ main results of the performed research. This chapter does not comprise bibliographic citations either.
8.1. Tables and figures MUST NOT be introduced in the text. Only the approximate position of the table/ figure will be mentioned.
8.2. The electronic version of tables and figures will be sent as separate files, entitled according to the number of tables or figures (eg Figure 2, Table III).
8.3. All tables and figures must be labelled.

8.4. All tables and figures are numbered according to the example: Table II, Figure 2, (tables with roman numbers and figures with Arabic numbers) and their position is specified in the text. 
8.5. The information comprised in the tables and figures should be different in order to avoid conveying the same information in different format
8.6. Figures / schemes / graphs adopted from other publications should contain the written consent of the author.

8.7. Figures where the identification of a patient might be possible cannot be published without the written consent of the patient or his/her legal representative. 
8.8 Figures or images are accepted for publication only under tiff or jpeg format at a resolution of 300 dpi and at least 1000 pixels.
8.9. Graphics drawn as MS Excel charts are sent in this format (xls or xlsx file), those performed in other programs are sent in eps format.
9. Discussions: the obtained results are discussed BASED ON THE CITED BIBLIOGRAPHY. 
10. Conclusions: only conclusions related directly to the results of the study, avoiding a general analysis of the results. Bibliographic citations are not allowed in this chapter. 
11. Bibliography: in order of citation in the text 
12. All bibliographic titles must be cited in the text. 

13. Bibliography should be cited EXACTLY according to the following examples (please, check Guidelines for Authors)
for articles: Hammermeister KE, Dodge HT – Evidence from a nonrandomized study that coronary surgery prolongs survival in patients with two-vessel coronary disease. Eur Heart J 1979, 59: 1430-1435

for books: Franz M – Monophasic action potential mapping, in Shenasa M, Borggrefe M, Breithardt G (eds): Cardiac Mapping. Futura Publishing Co.Inc. Mount Kisco, NY, 1993, 2565-2583

14.  In bibliographic entries all authors should be mentioned (NOT only 3 or 4 followed by et. al.)
15.  Bibliographic entries should be cited in the text as numbers in closed brackets [  ] .
16. All abbreviations should be explained the first time they appear in the text .
17. All articles will be checked with the aid of a special computer program in order to avoid the possibility of plagiarism.
